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Participants worked over four 2 hour sessions creating a series of painted

patches inspired by a variety of flowers placed on squares of brightly
coloured felt. For some, just appreciatiing and choosing the colour contrasts
was a challenge in itself and design work was simple, while for others the
designing of the patch was important, allowing an abstract or representational

approach.
